1. Open the front cover, take out the ice basket and add some water
into the water tank (till the maximum water level).

2. Puttheice basket back and make sure the basket is installed well,
if not, press gently to the bottom of the basket to put it in place.

3. Press the ON/OFF button on the control panel: the power
indication light is on; the appliance starts to make ice.

4. The first cycle of ice production is around 9 minutes. It depends on
the room temperature. The size of the ice cube also depends on
water temperature and ambient temperature.

5. Check the water level in the water tank regularly while the
appliance is in operation.
